In 2007, the Tennessee House of Representatives
passed a resolution supporting the location of
Common Battlefield Airman Training (CBAT) at the
Arnold Engineering Development Center in Coffee
and Franklin Counties. Representatives Curt Cobb
(Shelbyville) and Judd Matheny (Tullahoma)
presented the resolution.

CBAT is a combat training program designed by
the military to train 14,000 airmen a year in a series
of 25-day courses. As many as 1,872 airmen could
participate per course. The program would require
800 permanent personnel.

“The impact for our Region would be huge,” says
Mansfield.
