South Central Area to have one
public transportation systems in Tennessee.

A SCTDD allocated $1,982,680 in grant revenue to
provide a regional rural public transit service in the
South Central Region for fiscal year 2006-07. The
SCTDD fleet traveled 2,392,058 miles, providing
transportation for 25,515 clients on 173,097 trips.

A There are 138 public transit employees in the
District. Transit Drivers received training this past
year in Emergency Evacuation, First Aid, Adult CPR,
Defensive Driving, Passenger Assistance, and
Substance Abuse Awareness.

A SCTDD operated a fleet of 103 vehicles, with 82
being wheelchair-accessible. In an effort to increase
passenger ridership and availability, 21 additional
vehicles were purchased.

A Through its Families First Program, SCTDD Public
Transportation transported 3,206 duplicated clients
to educational activities and work. The District was
allocated $797,500 in grant revenue to provide
transportation services and to allocate reimbursements
in the South Central Region. The Families First
Program is Tennessee’s reform plan replacing the
AFDC (Aid to Families with Dependant Children)
Program. Families First provides cash benefits as
well as transportation to families with children who
are experiencing financial difficulties. The Program
provides participants with adult education, job
training, and support services.

A Through its Job Access Program, SCTDD Public
Transportation transported 320 clients to their jobs.
The District was allocated $349,200 in contract
revenue for Job Access Services that helped workers
in all 13 counties maintain employment.
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
