A Service Coordination — SCTDD’s Staff determine

(HCBS). Staff provided service to 186 homemaker
consumers, 709 home-delivered meal consumers,
275 options consumers, and 101 family caregiver
consumers.

Programs and services contracted with outside
service providers include:
A Home-Delivered Meals Title III C-2 — 709 persons
were served 88,956 home-delivered meals at a cost
of $474,622.
A Congregate Meals Title III C-1 — 2,608 persons
were served 120,794 meals at 21 congregate meal
sites at a cost of $644,102.
A Title III-B Homemaker — SCTDD provided 7,398
hours of homemaker service to 186 people using
$152,774 of Federal and State homemaker funds.
A SCTDD contracted for Title III/E National Family
Caregiver Services with 12 agencies to provide
homemaker, personal care, sitter services, Personal
Emergency Response Systems (PERS), and medical
equipment. The District provided $191,479 in
funding to serve 101 caregivers.
A State-funded HCBS Options Program — the District
provided home-delivered meals, personal care, and
homemaker services to 275 consumers, including
38 disabled adults. These services cost $269,314,
paid by State of Tennessee appropriations.

A Medicaid Waiver Program — providing In-Home
Care services to individuals over 21 that have a
caregiver and are Medicaid-eligible. SCTDD
screened 268 applicants and enrolled 68, making a
total of 137 participants to date.
